JUDGMENT

DEPUTY BAILIFF: Where companies have become defunct and have been struck
off, there is provision in Article 38(a) of ;the'laﬁl Law for such a
company to be reinstated, as you request, Mr. Woolley, and to be deemed

never to have been struck off.

However, International Development Associates Limited wasg not
dealt with in that way. It was in fact dissolved. It was incorporated
on the 28th April, 1969; it is treated as having been dissolved with
effect from the 25th October, 1977, as a result of the registration of
a special resolution the text of which states "that the company enter
into voluntary liquidation for the purpose of dissolving the company
and that Mr. Christopher McFadden" (who is a chartered accountant)" of

3 Charles Street, 5t. Helier, be appointed as liguidator™.

The 1861 Law does not provide for the reinstatement of a company
which hag been dissolved by special resolutien and therefore that

veingtatement process I am afraid is not available to you as the Court
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does not have the power to reinstate a dissolved company. Therefore
your application, I am afraid, has to be refused,
