Conclusions: 8 mon!iis' imprisonment. 

Sentence_and Observations of the Court: 1 year's Probation. 

Crown's conclUSions proper and in accordance wi!h A.G. ·v- Young (1980) JJ 281. Only Superior Nun:~er could 
decide whether poDcy laid down in Young should be reviawed. Court look account offact that Defendant i1 dOing his 
best to rid himself of his addiction, that purpose of possession was to cure addiction and !hat he-had employment 
available. Special case where Court could avoid custodial sentence.
