The Port Services (Amendment) (EU
Exit) Regulations (Northern Ireland) 2020

Made - - - - 20th November 2020

Coming into operation 31st December 2020

The Department for Infrastructure(1) makes these Regulations in exercise of the powers conferred by
section 11 of, and paragraph 1(1) of Schedule 2 to, and paragraph 21 of Schedule 7 to, the European
Union (Withdrawal) Act 2018(2).

Citation and commencement

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Port Services (Amendment) (EU Exit) Regulations
(Northern Ireland) 2020 and come into operation on 31% December 2020.

Amendment of Regulation (EU) 2017/352 of the European Parliament and of the Council

2. Regulation (EU) 2017/352 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 15th February
2017 establishing a framework for the provision of port services and common rules on the financial
transparency of ports is amended as follows.

(i1) omit “That authority shall make the information available to the Commission upon
request.”.
