DALRYMPLE Of Waterfide against Miss BERTRAM.

Company. againit the arreffers.

Mifs Bertram, uncertain in what manner to ufe an arreftment, executed no lefs
than three different arrefiments, two upon the iith of December 1759, and the
third upon the 13th of the fame month. The firft was executed againfi the
deputy-governor and the five diredors feparately, by leaving copies at their dwel-
ling places. To remove the objedion of the governor being negleded in this ar-
reftment, the fecond arreftment was laid by her in the hands of the governor,
deputy-governor, and each of the five diredors, by leaving one copy of arreft-
ment with a fervant within the Britifh Linen Company's office, to be given to
them, becaufe the mefenger could not apprenend any of them perfonally. And,
for further fecurity, the third arreftment was laid by her in the hands of the go-
vernor, deputy-governer, and five diredors nominatim, by delivering a fingle copy
of arrefiment to Mr Henry Barclay for himfelf and the faid company, perfonally
apprehended within the faid company's office.

Dalrymple of Waterfide's arreftment was executed ith of December 1759,
againift the governor at the market crofs of Edinburgh, pier and thore of Leith;
and alfo againfi the deputy-governor and five direaors nominatim, by delivering
copies of arreftment to them feverally, perfonally apprehended at their dwelling
boufes.

Waterfide's arreftment was preferred as the only formal arrefiment. The cafe
of the Britifh Linen Company was compared to that of a royal burgh, the latter
being reprefented by the magifirates and council, the former by the governor,
deputy-governor, and diredors. Now, in citing a corporation, or in arrefling-in
their hands, the legal method is to execute againft the reprefentatives, which can
Only be done, either by citing them in a body, by delivering them a copy where
they are met for managing the affairs of the corporation, or by executing againft
each of them fingly and feparately. The latter form was followed by Waterfide:
Neither of the forms was followed by Mifs Bertram.
