NOTICE

1. This matter was last before me on 29 March 2019. On that occasion I directed
that  if  no  further  representations  were  received  within  14  days,  this  matter
should  be  listed  for  re-hearing  pursuant  to  paragraph  1(c.)  of  my  previous
Notice dated 11 January 2019.

2. No further representations have been received. The initial  decision stands set
aside  and the matter  should have been referred to  a  tribunal  case worker at
Taylor  House  for  listing  directions.
