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DECISION AND REASONS 

1. Although this is an appeal by the Secretary of State for the Home Department, I shall 
refer to the parties as in the First-tier Tribunal. The Appellant’s appeal against the 
refusal of his protection claim was allowed by First-tier Tribunal Judge Andrew on 8 
May 2019.  

2. The Secretary of State appealed on the grounds that the judge failed to identify a 
Convention reason and failed to specify what part of the Appellant’s case was made 
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out in relation to his protection claim. The reasons for allowing the appeal were 
unclear.  

3. At the hearing before me, it was agreed by the parties that the judge had made errors 
of law. I find that the judge made errors of law as identified in the grant of 
permission dated 25 July 2019. In particular, the judge failed to give adequate reasons 
for allowing the appeal on any basis.   

4. Accordingly, I have decided in accordance with paragraph 7.2 of the Practice 
Statements of 25 September 2012 that the decision should be set aside and the appeal 
remitted to the First-tier Tribunal.  None of the judge’s findings are preserved.
