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DECISION 
 

1 The applicant for revocation now states that it no longer wishes to pursue the 
application. In such circumstances, it is normal for the Comptroller to consider 
whether the grounds for revocation should be pursued in the public interest, and 
both the applicant and respondent were informed of this in an Office letter dated 
4th July 2007.  

2 Having carefully considered the grounds on which the application for revocation 
was made, I decide to make no order for revocation of the patent.
