I am very pleased with your words, also your wife's, and I have 
also heard what you have said to your younger brother regarding 
the cattle. Of course, Gaobotse did not do it of his own he had 
been told by Lekgoba and others to possess himself of the cattle. 
But this matter about the cattle is a very serious matter. We have 
told the white people that our people   the owners of the cattle   
have been taken away from us. After the people had been taken 
away an attack was made upon the cattle in the absence of their 
herds who had been taken away from them, in order that no infor­ 
mation may be available regarding the treatment of the cattle, and 
also in order that the number of dead and scattered cattle may be 
concealed. But I have written to the Resident Commissioner that 
I want sufficient monev to buy the number of my cattle when they 
were still at Shashe and before they were attacked by the regiments. 
I have said there were seven cattle posts of my own.

(1) Gaobotse, (2) Longone, (3) Eadipuo, (4) Ohadie, (5) 
Ramoye, (6) Setlabofhsane, (7) Raseriri.

I also wrote that Obeditse's were : 
(1) Radikhukhuane, (2) Mogotetse.
And when you communicate the number of cattle to me you 

should write it thus   in order that it should not differ from mine 
here which I know :

Up to the present they are scattered in the veldt, some are 
being eaten by beasts on the veldt, bulls are in Rhodesia with many 
more cattle. This information is from the Police, white people and 
natives. We understand you are being forced to say that the num­ 
ber of the cattle is in order (all the cattle are there) when in fact 
they are not there. You must refuse and be firm. I think the 40 
number of cattle absent is about 200 or 300. You roust not agree

to speak lies. You should tell them Simon knows the number well. 
Tell Longone also to write his numbers similar to what I have 
written. There is no way out for them because they entered the 
cattle posts after seizing you in order that they may steal the cattle 
in your absence. I know that you and Raseriri, if he survives, 
cannot be turned away by them at all. And when you write, write 
to Rasegokotlo and tell him all. Regarding the number at Tama- 
sane, we have got it also the number at Motloutse. The number 
we have not got is that of the Madinare cattle. And Ramaeba 
(Col. Ellenberger) says Tshekedi himself asked to collect the cattle 10 
and that he would look after them and be responsible therefor. And 
we say: Yes, it is well. We shall demand all the cattle including 
those which have disappeared from him. The Government denies 
liability saying it is all Tshekedi's doing; also about cattle sold by 
public auction he will pay them all as also the horses. Tamasane 
cattle have scattered all over the veldt. But try to talk like men, 
you will have got them right. I have summonsed Ratanki for theft 
of 11 head of cattle, also about the cattle he has killed. The case 
about the two head of cattle has been tried he will be sentenced on 
the 13th of the month; and then the case about the 11 head will be 20 
taken also the case of the cattle he has killed. When I divided your 
cattle posts the numbers of the cattle were the same as yours and 
yours have increased, while he has spent his and he will go to gaol 
for them. I have given instructions long ago that you sell 4 head 
of cattle and send the money realised here. If you like you may sell 
a tolly and send Mmalekan here. Sentibile is well. Her mother 
is still in Mafeking. The matter goes on quite well. We have told 
the white people we require all Segokotlo's people. They are not 
Masarwa who have no say. They are people and cannot be 
separated from Segokotlo's property at all. I have instructed that 30 
boy (bearer) regarding Raseriri and you should act accordingly. 
They cannot escape and can be imprisoned for four years. Raseriri 
should write and so should his wife. They should write all what 
has been done to them. Thev should write to Rasegokotlo. And 
that boy should remain one dav only and return here. When you 
have read this letter you should burn it.

In this case the accused have appealed on the following 
grounds:—

1. That the conviction cannot be upheld on the ground of 
Autrefois convict, in that the Accused had already been 
convicted in the Kgotla.

2. That the conviction is bad in law in that the accused Simon 
Ratshosa could not be found guilty of the same offence as 
Obeditse Ratshosa in as much as there was no common 
purpose proved. 20

3. That the Record of the Political Enquiry was wrongly 
admitted.

4. That the conviction is against the evidence.
5. That the sentence is excessive.
As to the first of these points it is alleged that the Appellants 

before their trial in the Court of the Additional Resident Magistrate 
at Palapye had already been convicted in the Chief's Kgotla.

The facts are that certain damage to the property of the 
Ratshosa family was commenced while the mob was out of hand 
on the evening of the 5th April, the damage being completed as an 30 
act of retaliation by the Chief's directions on the following morning, 
but this destruction took place after the Magistrate at Serowe had 
stopped the firing and taken the accused into safety at the Govern­ 
ment Camp, and after he had informed the Chief that he had taken 
over control.

The accused were not brought before the Chief in Kgotla or 
subjected to any trial nor is it shown that they were lawfully con- 

Bex 'vs. Simon and victed in Kgotla according to native custom or in any judicial court 
Obeditse Batehosa, in regard to the same offence until brought before the Additional 

Resident Magistrate at Palapye.

With regard to the second ground of Appeal that the convic­ 
tion is bad in law in that the accused Simon Ratshosa could not be 
found guilty of the same offence as Obeditse Ratshosa in as much 
as there was no common purpose proved.

The evidence shows that they shared a common grievance, they 10 
together neglected to obey the Chief's summons, and after running 
away from the meeting at which they were ordered to be punished, 
they both set out again for the Kgotla and together returned for 
their arms, they both fired towards the Chief and his people sitting 
in the Kerotla while Simon Ratshosa gave the word to commence 
firing. I hold that they acted in concert to commit the crime and 
that they are both equally guilty.

The third ground of Appeal is that the Minutes of an Enquiry 
marked Exhibit " I " were wrongly admitted in evidence at the 
Trial. 20

I find that this Exhibit contains hearsay evidence and that it 
should not have been admitted as a part of the Record.

I will now consider what bearing this evidence which was 
improperly admitted had in relation to the proviso to Section 27 
of Act 5 of 1879 and what effect it may have had on the determina­ 
tion of the judgment in the Magistrate's Court.

After carefully considering the relative portion of the Act and 
all the decided cases which have been quoted I am satisfied that, 
apart from this hearsay evidence, there is ample on the record to 
justify the conclusion that both the Accused are guilty and that no 30 
substantial wrong was done to them by its admission or that they 
weie prejudiced thereby in their defence.

The fourth ground of Appeal is that the conviction is against 
the evidence.

I have studied the record from this aspect of the case and I have 
come to the conclusion that the prosecution has 'proved its case 
without a doubt by.a number of reliable witnesses on the material 
points, that the account given by the accused of the incident is not 
to be believed and that their intention was to commit the crime.

I therefore see no reason to disturb the judgment arrived at by 40 
the Magistrate,

As regards the fifth ground of Appeal that the sentence is 
excessive.

Although the Appellants bring this point as a ground of Appeal 
this Court will not disturb the sentence merely because it is con­ 
sidered excessive, it can however make representations to His 
Excellency the High Commissioner respecting the mitigation of the 
sentence as the circumstances of the case may appear to justify and 
such representations will be duly made.

For the reasons given the Appeal must therefore fail to all 
grounds and I confirm the conviction and septence with a recom­ 
mendation to the High Commissioner that His Excellency may be 
pleased to consider a substantial reduction of the sentence on the 
grounds that it is excessive and in view of the fact that the accused 
suffered injury to their property.

ALLAN LECKIE CUZEN, duly sworn, states:
I arrived at Serowe on the 26th March, 1926, to take over the duties of Resident Magistrate and did not have any need to examine the Ratshosa buildings nor did I then know where they were 10 situated.
Upon the day the shooting affray took place at Serowe (Easter Monday, 1926), I had occasion to go to the Ratshosa Buildings to bring the Ratshosa brothers to Camp. Being under fire at the time there was no idea of examining the buildings and in fact the only building I have seen closely was the hut occupied by Obeditse, but even that I know nothing about. After the burning I did not examine the buildings nor have I ever been nearer to them, since that time, than the motor road passing these houses.
In connection with instructions to John Ratshosa to expedite 20 disposal or removal of Cattle from Bamangwato Reserve, instruc­ tions were given to Johnny Ratshosa by His Honour the Acting Resident Commissioner personally, somewhere about September or October, 1926, at Palapye Road to the effect that he must dispose of all stock within the Reserve within four months (as cattle in the Bamangwato Reserve could not go outside the Reserve when Johnny was banished) the time allowed for their departure as contained in the Banishment Order. Correspondence in Serowe will show Johnny Ratshosa was warned more than once to get rid of all stock in the Bamangwato Reserve. 30
About January, 1927, Colonel Ellenberger also instructed Johnny Ratshosa personally that he must make arrangements to dispose of the stock in question as time was short and up to that time nothing had been done. Eventually Johnny Ratshosa went to Mafeking to see His Honour the Resident Commissioner to endea-

vour to obtain an extension of time and a short extension was 
granted. When it was originally intended to send Johnny Ratshosa 
and Oratile to Ghanzi correspondence was entered into between 
Mr. H. C. Weatherilt and the Administration regarding an arrange­ 
ment to get rid of the Ratshosa cattle by means of exchange with 
Weatherilt's cattle at Ghanzi, but when it was decided not to banish 
Johnny Ratshosa to Ghanzi this matter lapsed. As Ratshosa was 
informed both by the Resident Commissioner and the Acting Resi­ 
dent Commissioner there was no need for me to tell him also.

I am of opinion that Lieut. Poole also conveyed the same 10 
instructions to John Ratshosa.

EVIDENCE ON COMMISSION.

In the matter between Chief Tshekedi and Ratshosa.

ALLEN LECKIE CUZEN makes oath and says:
During the afternoon of the 5th April, 1926, while the shooting 

was still in progress at Serowe, I proceeded to the Ratshosa dwell­ 
ings. I called to the brothers to come out as I had come to take 
them to Camp for protection. I found Obeditse armed but Johnny 
was hiding and eventually he came out from his hiding place. They 
were afraid to go with me seeing the Chief's regiments lined the 
road. I told them I would protect them and for that purpose 
I proceeded beforehand towards the regiments and told the leaders 
I wanted safe passage for the Ratshosas. This was granted. There 
was no guarantee of protection of their property oy the Govern­ 
ment or myself as at the time there was no thought in my mind 
that any harm would come to their property. I was only concerned 
with their lives which I consider I saved. There was nothing at 
the time to show, or to project, that there would be any burning 
of property. It only happened the next day. About 9 p.m. the 
same evening after finding Simon Ratshosa I proceeded to the 
Kgotla and there told the Chief that the shooting must cease as 
the Ratshosas were in my hands and under Government protection. 
The Chief said there would be no more shooting and he would see 
that the people remained quiet. Next morning on -my way to the 
Kgotla I noticed the Ratshosa houses burning. This was at some 
distance. I went to the Chief and asked him what was happening. 
As far as I can recollect he said he had sent a regiment to burn 
the Ratshosa dwellings. I did not make any comment but returned 
to camp. It will be understood how difficult it is for me to remem­ 
ber everything that happened two years ago. It may be that the 
Chief said a regiment had gone to burn the houses and not that he 
had actually sent the regiment.

Johnny Ratshosa reports that he is here and that his family 
have arrived too by orders of the Chief Tshekedi. He has not 
enough money even to pay for food. He reports that his boy 
brought his car from Palapye.

He says that he has obeyed the Government's order to remove 
himself from the Nwato Reserve. That he has arranged with 
Smith and Bailey to buy his cattle, but that he has no means now 10 
of pointing them out or of collecting them.

Meanwhile he says that the Chief is sending regiments to his 
cattle-post and taking his cattle.

He says that he is tired of the whole thing and that if the 
Government will give him one month he will do Sis best to dispose 
of all his property and that of Simon and Obeditse.

He would ask the Government, if this request is granted, to 
ensure that he is not interfered with in any way by the Bamangwato.

10.3.1928. I am a Mokwena Headman living at Molepolole. I am the 
eldest son of Kgari, the son of the late Chief Sechele I.

I removed with my followers to the Chief Khama's country 
in 1902 on account of differences between the Chief Sebele I. and 
myself. I repatriated to the Bakwena country in 1925—the time 
of the Prince of Wales's visit, with the approval of the Chief 
Sebele II. under whom I now live.

While I lived at Serowe under the Chief Khama I used to sit 10 
in the Kgotla there. All the Bamangwato know this.

I remember that the Chief Khama several times spoke in 
Kgotla about the question of the inheritance of female children. 
Khama said "If a woman was legally married and her husband 
died the daughters of the marriage cannot be treated like dogs. If 
such a mother has only one daughter and no sons that daughter 
must be provided for even if there is a son by another wife. When 
the Chief Khama said this he did not mean that such daughters 
should be given equal inheritance with the boy. Khama did not 
interfere with the Secwana law and custom of inheritance, but 20 
merely voiced his wishes that a p-irl was to be DrovidM for out of her 
father's estate so that she could live. The Chief Khama also said 
that even if the girl's mother had not been legallv married, never­ 
theless she must be provided for, but in a lesser degree than if her 
parents had been legally married.

Khama said this because he knew that according to Secwana 
custom all the cattle and property of the deceased's father's estate 
cannot be taken away. Whereas in the case of a girl she takes away 
whatever she has been given out of the Estate and, if she marries, 
her husband takes charge of all such cattle or property of hers and 30 
puts them into his lolwapa. This is why Khama spoke about this 
matter, because in some cases the girl received nothing at all out of 
the estate and had nothing to live on.

The Chief Khama most certainly never said that the boy and 
the girl had the same privileges from the estate of their father. The 
boy remains in his father's kgotla and carries on the duties of his 
late father.

According to the Secwana law of inheritance, if a man, whether 
he be a Chief or a commoner, has married three wives, each wife has,

her own household. Each household has its own cattle (secwaela), 
that is, the cattle and property that the husband gives to his wife in 
his lifetime for her lolwapa for the support of herself and her 
children. This secwaela belongs exclusively to her lolwapa. If 
she dies the " motshegetsi," execyitpr, will be her eldest son. If the 
latter is still under age then the eldest maternal uncle will be 
executor. This executor will distribute the deceased mother's 
" secwaela " in the same manner as would be the case of the estate 
of a deceased father.

As regards a deceased father's estate. If, for instance the first 10 
wife has.no son, but only a daughter, and the second wife has no 
children, and the third wife has a son, then when the father dies 
the inheritance goes to the eldest male child of the third wife, since 
he is the father's heir. The daughter of the first house would only 
receive out of her father's estate whatever the " motshegetsi " 
(executor) chose to give her. If this executor does not treat such 
daughter fairly she can go to the Chief and complain. This is why 
the Chief Khama gave out in Kgotla that such girls must be helped 
and not left unprovided for.

I am a Mokwena and I have no interest whatever in any 20 
disputes there may be to-day among Bamangwato people and have 
no longer any concern with affairs in their country.

I have to-day told the Magistrate the words I heard the Chief 
Khama speak in his Kgotla and that is all.
