2. BECAUSE the learned trial Judge disregarded 
evidence and particularly uncontradicted evidence 
regarding the circumstances in which the land 
acquired was previously sold and wrongly used such 
sale as the basis for assessing the market value 
of the land.

3. BECAUSE having regard to the nature of the 10 
evidence and particularly the expert evidence 
called on each side, the Federal Court of Malaysia

k» BECAUSE having arrived at its own assessment 
of market value, the said Federal Court erred in 
making a deduction of 10% from such value as a 
precautionary measure in case some factor had "been 
overlooked and that such error was an error of 20 
legal principle".
