in your own defence. You are not entitled

to make a statement without being sworn or

affirmed and accordingly if you give evidence

you will do so on oath or affirmation and will

be liable to cross-examination. If after

being called upon by the Court to give evidence

you refuse to be sworn or affirmed or having

been sworn or affirmed you without good cause

refuse to answer any questions, the Court in

determining whether you are guilty of the

offence charged may draw such inferences from

the refusal as appear proper. There is nothing

in the Criminal Procedure Code which renders you

compellable to give evidence on your own behalf.

You shall accordingly be not guilty of any

contempt of court by reason of the refusal to

be sworn or affirmed when called upon by the

Court to give evidence. We now call upon you

to give evidence in your own defence. If you

have any difficulty in deciding whether or not

you should give evidence on your own behalf, you

may consult your Counsel.
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
