Citation and commencement

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Air NavagaRestriction of Flying) (Wales Rally
GB) Regulations 2013 and come into force on 14theddoer 2013.

I nterpretation
2. In these regulations all times referred to areo@bnated Universal Time.
Restricted airspace

3—(1) Subject to paragraph (2), within each areaifipd in column 1 of the Schedule, on the
date specified in column 2 and during the corredpanperiod specified in column 3, no aircraft
is to fly below the altitude specified in column 4.

(2) Paragraph (1) does not apply to any aircraft—
(a) operated by or on behalf of the National Policeadioin Service,
(b) operated by or on behalf of Dyfed-Powys Police,
(c) operated by or on behalf of South Wales Police,
(d) flying in the service of the Helicopter Emergencgdital Service, or
(e) flying with the permission of International Motop&ts Limited.

EXPLANATORY NOTE
(This note is not part of the Regulations)

These Regulations restrict flying in specified areWales for reasons of public and flight safety
during the Wales Rally GB 2013. During the rallymerous aircratft (fixed and rotary wing) will
be involved in the filming and onward relay of d&dabroadcast. In addition, a number of
helicopters will be transporting persons involvedhe rally to points along the route. To
minimise the risk to members of the public attegdime event, it is considered that access to the
airspace within which aircraft are flying in contien with the Rally should be restricted as part
of the overall safety arrangements for this evéhis has been agreed by the Civil Aviation
Authority and the Department for Transport.
