WHEREAS the Secretary of State for Transport, behe traffic authority for the Al14 Trunk
Road (“the A14”) and connecting roads, is satisfiedt traffic on lengths of that road and on
some of those connecting roads in the County ofaukhould be restricted and prohibited
because works are proposed to be executed thereon:

NOW, THEREFORE, the Secretary of State, in exerobkehe powers conferred by section
14(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 198y (hereby makes the following Order: -

1. This Order may be cited as the Al4 Trunk Roaddtiom 54 Sproughton Interchange to
Junction 58 Levington Interchange Ipswich SuffofKemporary Restriction and Prohibition of
Traffic) Order 2013 and shall come into force ostX2ctober 2013.

2. In this Order —

“tip of the nosing” means, as indicated by the rirgk on the carriageway, the first point
where an entry slip road joins, or the last poiheve an exit slip road leaves, the carriageway
of the trunk road;

“the first length of trunk road” means the Al14 —

(a) eastbound carriageway from the tip of the npsifithe exit slip road at Junction 54
Sproughton Interchange to the tip of the nosinghaf exit slip road at Junction 55
Copdock Interchange, and

(b) westbound carriageway from a point 2800 medeest of the tip of the nosing, to the tip of
the nosing, of the exit slip road at Junction 58ihgton (Seven Hills) Interchange;

“the second length of trunk road” means the Al4leamd carriageway from the tip of the
nosing of the entry slip road at Junction 58 Letaomg(Seven Hills) Interchange for a
distance of 2800 metres east;

“the third length of trunk road” means the A14-

(a) eastbound carriageway from the tip of the npsih the exit slip road at Junction 55
Copdock Interchange to the tip of the nosing of émry slip road at Junction 58
Levington (Seven Hills) Interchange, and

(&) 1984 c.27; a new section 14 was substituted &yRibad Traffic (Temporary Restrictions) Act 1992), section 1 (1) and
Schedule 1.



(b) westbound carriageway from the tip of the ngsii the exit slip road at Junction 58
Levington (Seven Hills) Interchange to the tip bé tnosing of the entry slip road at
Junction 55 Copdock Interchange;

“the slip road” means the entry slip road leadioghte eastbound carriageway of the A14 at
Junction 58 Levington (Seven Hills) Interchange;

“a slip road” means the entry slip road leadinghi -

(a) eastbound carriageway of the A14 at JunctionCbpdock Interchange, Junction 56
Wherstead Interchange and Junction 57 Nacton mteige, and

(b) westbound carriageway of the A14 at JunctiorL&&ington (Seven Hills) Interchange,
Junction 57 Nacton Interchange or Junction 56 WhadsInterchange;

“lay-by” means an area of carriageway intendedtlier waiting of vehicles, bounded partly
by a road marking on the outer edge of that cagriay complying with diagram 1010 in
Schedule 6 to the Traffic Signs Regulations ande&@nDirections 2002); and in this
definition "carriageway" means a way constitutimgcomprised in a trunk road (other than a
cycle track) over which the public have a rightwafy and which has a surface suitable for
the exercise of that right;

“works” mean carriageway crack repairs, carriaggwesurfacing, carriageway re-texturing,
replacement of road markings and road studs addéioint replacement on Orwell Bridge;

“the works period” means the period starting abDQthours on Monday 28th October 2013
and ending when the works have been completed;

“a works period” means a period of 7 hours starih@2.00 hours on Monday 28th October

2013 or on any subsequent day (other than a Satorddunday) until the works have been
completed;

and a reference to an article followed by a nunberreference to the article in this Order which
bears that number.

3. Subject as mentioned in articles 5 and 6 no peséafli, during a works period, cause or
permit any vehicle to be driven at a speed exceedin

(a) 50 miles per hour on the first length of trunkd, the second length of trunk road, or the
slip road, or

(b) 10 miles per hour on a length of the secondttenf trunk road or the slip road, whilst
traffic signs of a character authorised under saci4 of the Traffic Road Regulation
Act 1984 indicating “convoy working” on that lenggine displayed.
4. Subject as mentioned in articles 5 and 6 no peshat cause or permit any vehicle to —
(a) enter or proceed in the third length of truo&d or a slip road, during a works period, or
(b) enter any lay-by adjacent to the first lengtironk road, the second length of trunk road
and the third length of trunk road, during the wsopleriod.

5. The provisions of articles 3 and 4 shall apply odilying such times and to such extent as
shall, from time to time, be indicated by traffigrss.
6. The provisions of article 4 shall not apply to -

(a) a vehicle being used for, or in connection witie works or for winter maintenance or
traffic officer purposes,

(b) a vehicle being used for police, fire and vesauthority or ambulance purposes, or
(c) anything done at the direction, or with thenpission, of a constable, or a traffic officer
in uniform;

and nothing in article 3 shall apply to a vehicny used for a purpose specified in paragraph (b)
of this article or to any vehicle falling within gelation 3(4) of the Road Traffic Exemptions
