2.—(1) The Mandatory Travel Concession (England) Regulations 2011(2) are amended as
follows.

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EXPLANATORY NOTE
(This note is not part of the Regulations)

These Regulations amend the Mandatory Travel Concession (England) Regulations 2011 (“the 2011
Regulations”) to ensure the continuation of the 2011 Regulations. The 2011 Regulations make
provision for the reimbursement arrangements between travel concession authorities and operators

of public passenger transport services providing concessions under section 145A of the Transport
Act 2000.

Regulation 2(2) omits regulation 1(3) of the 2011 Regulations which states that the 2011 Regulations
cease to have effect on 12th May 2018.

A full impact assessment has not been produced for this instrument as no, or no significant, impact
on the private, voluntary or public sectors is foreseen.
