13r his note of the 6th June last, his Excellency the Marquess of
Crewe, His Britannic Majesty's Ambassador, informed your Excellency
that His Britannic Majesty's Government were prepared to renew for
a period of five years from the date of its expiration the Arbitration
Agreement concluded between our Governments on the 14th October,
1903, and renewed on three occasions since that date.

By your note of the 12th July, your Excellency was good enough
to inform Lord Crewe that the French Government were, on their
part, equally prepared to accept the renewal of this Agreement on
the conditions indicated by His Majesty's Government.

Should your Excellency agree, it will be understood that the
present note and your Excellency's reply will serve to place on
record the understanding arrived at between our two Governments.
