The Ministry of Foreign Affairs proposes that in case the consent for the above is
granted by the Government of the United Kingdom the present Note along with a reply to
it would constitute an agreement which will come into force on the day of receipt of the
Note which will be the reply.

ANNEX

Specification I

The routes that are to be operated by the designated airline or airlines of the United
Kingdom:

London and/or Manchester—one intermediate point—

Berlin—Warsaw and/or Krakow—Moscow.,

The designated airline or airlines of the United Kingdom may on all or any specific

flights omit landing at any of the above points, provided that the agreed services on these
routes originate at a point in the territory of United Kingdom.

Specification 11

The routes that are to be operated by the designated airline or airlines of the Polish
People’s Republic:

Warsaw and/or Krakow—Berlin—one intermediate point—

London and/or Manchester—Dublin.

The designated airline or airlines of the Polish People’s Republic may on all or specific

flights omit landing at any of the above points provided that the agreed services on these
routes originate at a point in the territory of Poland.
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
